Liverpool Habitat for
Humanity is a non-profit,
interdenominational housing
charity. Habitat for Humanity
seeks to eliminate poverty
housing from the world.

How does it work?

Habitat for Humanity invites
people of all backgrounds,
races and faiths to build
houses together in
partnership with families in
need. With volunteer labour
and donations of money and
materials, Habitat for
Humanity builds simple,
decent homes with the help
of the homeowner families.

Partner families may
purchase up to two thirds
equity in their home, while
not paying rent on the
remaining equity. Their 500
hours sweat equity counts as
£10,000 towards the
purchase price.

Habitat for Humanity is not a
giveaway programme. In
addition to the monthly
mortgage payments,
homeowners invest
hundreds of hours of their
own labour "sweat equity”
into building their own house
and the houses of others.

Habitat for
Humanity Armenia is now putting homes
on top of these basements giving people a
decent and good place to live and raise
families. The family we were building a
house for is now able to provide a cozy
place in the basement for their two cows
and they now have moved into a lovely
new home!

Fresh off of the plane from building homes in Cape Town, South Africa, in an initiative spearheaded by
Archbishop Desmond Tutu, volunteer Imogen Clarke is now turning her hand to a housing charity closer to
home; Liverpool’s Habitat for Humanity. Imogen, 64, and her friend Pat Carter, 69 volunteered alongside the
new home owners and other helpers — proving that age is but a number when it comes to lending a helping
hand, and volunteers of all shapes and ages are welcome in Liverpool.

Imogen, from Saddleworth in Greater Manchester, says: “l can’t fault Habitat for Humanity for what they do and
how they go about it. | had such a great time in Cape Town and I'm glad that | have been able to introduce a
friend to the work they do.” Imogen was one of 60 volunteers from the UK who worked on Habitat for
Humanity's Desmond Tutu Community Build. They joined forces with volunteers from the USA and South Africa
to build 12 new homes in partnership with low-income families from Mfuleni township, 40 kilometres outside
Cape Town.
